Green Chair has performed
tosold-outhousesthrough-
out the Philadelphia area,
nationally from Boston to
Miami, and internation-
ally at the Silesian Dance
Festival in Poland. The
company has been lauded
with various awards and
honors including a 2011
White Pines Residency
and several grants from
the Swarthmore Project
in Theater. Green Chair’s
current creative home is
Mascher Space Coopera-
tive, a vibrant experimen-
tal movement co-op in
the Kensington/Northern
Liberties neighborhood of
